His Vet visit
revealed that he is hypo-
thyroid which will require
him to be on inexpensive
medication for the rest of
his life. And other than a
few cysts near his eyes he
was in relatively good
health for an older boy.

his future home. A lovely
woman whose own pup
had recently passed away
could not bear the thought
of Bear living in the
shelter. They met and
guess what? He is now
living in his forever home
this holiday season!
